The National Conference “A post-COVID patient. What stays the same, what changes?” (Ogélnopolska Kon-
ferencja ,,Pacjent post-COVID-owy. Co zostaje, a co sie zmienia?”), being organized by the National Geriatrics,
Rheumatology and Rehabilitation Institute under the patronage of the Reumatologia scientific journal, is an
attempt to hold a discussion among specialists from different fields of medicine on the practical knowledge
gained during the fight with the SARS-CoV-2 pandemic.

Their authors come from different parts of the world and represent many
different medical specialties, but all the articles take into consideration problems of patients suffering from
rheumatic diseases.

We hope that these materials will be a useful and interesting supplement to the conference itself.
